Evaluation of Cordoba meeting
Some (more or less) personal experiences in Cordoba are:

· there was not much time for discussion and for reading the posters;

· the small room for the WG2 presentations did probably not stimulate the discussions;

· some of the texts of the presentations were distributed shortly before the meeting, which reduced the possibility to study them;

· the interaction between WG1 and WG2 was not as fruitful as we hoped it would be, maybe caused by too little time reserved for this;

· presenting a review often does not stimulate discussion, ‘provoking’ people by mentioning contradicting views might help; also, results from studies stimulate discussions more than reviews.

The following main topics were discussed in Cordoba, on some of them further action is planned .

Available data
this presentation led to the conclusion that a soil P test (water extract) can be useful; contact will be made with WG1 about using same soil samples for evaluating a P-test

Mechanism/risk of particle detachment
a EU proposal on this topic is (nearly) accepted; partners are: UK, Italy, Finland, Hungary, Austria

Inorganic P reactions
seems pretty well understood, no further action

Organic P-cycle
rather difficult to describe; contact will be made with Frossard (Switzerland, WG1) on this topic.

Serious plans exist (Withers) on preparing a EU proposal (Jan./Feb. 2000) on evaluating existing data sets on phosphorus related environmental problems in EU-countries. No coordinator was chosen yet.

The text of  most Cordoba papers was received by Schoumans. The texts will be made available via the web-site and in the annual report that will be ready in April 2000, before the next MC meeting.

WG2 meeting 2000 in Austria

For the Working Group meeting in Austria (see provisional program on separate page) it was decided to develop questionnaires. The first draft of the questionnaires should be ready 1-1-2000, distribution will be around 15/2, the deadline for return: 31/3. The syntheses and evaluation of the questionnaires may require a small meeting for preparation; volunteers will be asked for help. Also, WG2 participants will be encouraged to chair various sessions to get them more involved.
There will be a poster session; presenting a poster may be required for some participants for getting funds. A short introduction to the posters will be made by Hens. For this purpose the text of  the posters to be presented, or an extensive summary, must be sent to him 1 month before the meeting.

The texts of the presentations will be distributed again before the meeting. Eder will be asked to give details on transport to Irdning.
