The table below summarises the reactions on the questionnaire about modelling vertical transport of P through the soil profile ('leaching').

From a number of countries no reaction was received, and also no literature about modelling was found (denoted with  ?  in the column Model). Thus, probably no modelling takes place in these countries.  If this assumption is not correct for your country, please inform us as soon as possible.

Two countries (Finland and Sweden) sent us a completely filled in questionnaire, three countries mentioned that indeed no modelling takes place.

From a number of countries we received reprints in the past that described field studies; some reprints contained topics that give an indication of the processes that are important in the field. In turn, this indicates the processes that should be included in a model used for that situation. This can be found under Important processes.. in the table.

Finally, for 6 countries models were found, and these are currently being evaluated; the result of this will be presented at the meeting in Irdning. Additional info was asked about data sets, collected by Meissner, in order to investigate if they can be useful for validation in the future.
